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Resolution On The Petition To Cap Greenhouse Gas Emissions

Whereas, New Energy Economy has filed a petition with the New Mexico Environment Improvement Board calling for regulations that would require regulated entities to reduce greenhouse gas emissions to 25% below 1990 levels by the year 2020; and
Whereas, there are no commercially viable control technologies for reducing GHG emissions and regulated entities would have to rely on for example, fuel switching, cutting back operations, shutting down facilities or re-locating to another state; and

Whereas, the impact of these regulations would reach far beyond regulated entities and have a noticeable and negative impact on consumers of energy, goods and services throughout New Mexico, and
Whereas, New Mexico counties are attempting to attract industries and production for economic development, and

Whereas, the price of energy is a key economic development consideration for companies seeking to locate in the state or grow their existing business here, and

Whereas, increased energy cost would fall disproportionately on lower income citizens of the state, and

Whereas, the proposed cap would place New Mexico at a competitive economic disadvantage with other states, and

Whereas, the threat of negative impacts from climate change has not advanced beyond emotional misinformation, theory and speculation, and

Now therefore be it resolved, the Coalition of Arizona/New Mexico Counties
 requests that the New Mexico Environmental Improvement Board not adopt the New Energy Economy proposed regulations because they would cause significant economic disruption to New Mexico Counties and deliver no meaningful environmental benefits.
